· Assisting club coaches / programs

· Leadership - mentored junior judges

An Award (Plaque and B &B Voucher) will be presented to the 
GSA Volunteer of the Year.

The Volunteer of the Year Award will be awarded to an individual 
who has made a significant contribution to their gymsport through 
their involvement as a volunteer during 2011.

They could be a parent, club manager, administrator, 
competition/event assistant, gymnast, coach, leader or judge. 

The nominee may be earning an income within gymnastics but cannot be earning an income for the principle activity for which they are being nominated as a volunteer.
